
1. Clinton G. Martin is open to New Hyde Park Park District
residents only.

2. Residents are responsible for their guests. Residents must
stay with their guests at the pool the entire time.

3. Only persons dressed in proper bathing attire are
permitted in the pool area. No street clothes, shoes, sandals
are allowed (Aqua shoes are permitted).

4. Children who are not toilet trained must wear swim diapers
or tight fitting plastic pants over the diaper. 

5. Children 12 years or younger must be accompanied by an
adult 18 years or older.

6. Chairs or chaises are not to be moved or reserved. 

7. Patrons are not permitted to bring beach chairs or
umbrellas.

8. Taking of photos or video is prohibited in the facility.

9. No alcohol, food, candy, snacks, gum or beverages (except
water) are permitted in the pool area. Coolers must be placed
in designated areas.

10. Baby strollers are allowed in designated areas only.

11. No person shall use the pool or diving boards who in the
opinion of the lifeguard in charge, is not capable or qualified
because of age, physical condition or lack of skill.

12. Patrons may not hang onto or swim under the lap lane
lines.

MEMBERSHIP & PARK RULES 

1. No diving is permitted except from the diving boards.

2.No more than one person is permitted on the diving board
at a time, and divers must wait until the previous diver has
fully exited the area before stepping on the board. Maximum
weight is 250 pounds.

3.Divers must exit the pool using the ladder immediately after
using the diving board.

4.Diver must not bounce unnecessarily and no flips permitted 

5.There is no sitting on or near the edge of the diving pool.

6. Backwards dives and or dives from sitting or handstand
positions are prohibited.

7.Patrons may not wear goggles when using the diving
boards.

8.No one may attempt to “catch” a person diving or jumping
from the boards.

DIVE TANK RULES 

WATER SLIDE RULES 
1.Only one rider at a time. Absolutely no chain riding,
stopping, standing, kneeling, or diving. 

2. All riders must ride feet first while lying on their back. Do
not sit up while riding the slide.

3. All riders must be at least 48’’ tall and under 300 pounds. 

4. Obey all rules given by staff personnel. 

5. No foreign objects are allowed in pockets and no jewelry
can be worn while riding the slide. No exposed zippers,
buckles, rivets or metal ornamentation can be worn; only
approved swim suits allowed. No Sunglasses.

6. No tubes, mats, or life jackets are permitted on the water
slide. 

7. WARNING: Water depth is 3’6”. 

8. No person shall use the pool or water slide that, in the
opinion of the lifeguard in charge is not capable due to age,
skill, or physical condition.

 3. New York State issued Driver’s license or New York State
issued Non-Driver’s ID and birth certificates for all children.

Any patron 18-20 signing up for a new membership or renewing
a membership in addition to the 3 proofs must show a driver’s
license. Any patron 21 and over must show a driver’s license and
a bill. 

The following are not accepted as proof of residency for adults:
Library Card, expired ID, Checks, Nassau County Leisure Card,
Passport or Town or Village ID Cards.

Renewing Members: must show current utility bill, New York
State issued drivers license, if renting- a valid lease agreement.
